Glezos, a prominent Greek whose act of defiance against
Nazi occupation during World War Two was a rallying cry
for the country's resistance movement.

On May 30, 1941, during Nazi Germany's occupation of
Greece, the 18-year-old Glezos and his 19-year-old friend
Apostolos Santas, a law student, climbed onto the
Acropolis in the middle of the night and tore down the Nazi
flag, replacing it with a Greek flag. The pair's act of
defiance in removing the swastika from the Athenian
Acropolis, considered by many to be a symbolic birthplace
of Western democracy, made him one of the country's
most revered figures.
